LITTLE GADDESDEN PARISH COUNCIL

BYELAWS made under sections 12 and 15 of the Open Spaces Act 1906 by the Little Gaddesden Parish Council with respect to Little Gaddesden Village Green.

1.   DEFINITION

Throughout these Byelaws, ‘The Council’ means Little Gaddesden Parish Council, and ‘the land’ means the lands described in the Schedule hereto.

2.   VEHICLES

i. A person shall not, except in the exercise of any lawful right or privilege, bring or cause to be brought onto the land, any mechanically propelled vehicle.  Provided that where the Council set apart a space on the land for the use of any class of vehicle, this byelaw shall not be deemed to prohibit the driving in or to that space by a direct route from the entrance to the land of any vehicle of the class for which it is set apart.

ii. A person who brings a vehicle onto the land in pursuance of byelaw 2 (i) shall not drive it at such a speed and in such a manner as to cause danger to other persons on the land or without reasonable consideration for such persons.

iii. This byelaw shall not extend to invalid carriages conforming to the provision of the regulations made under the Chronically Sick and Disabled persons Act 1970.

iv. No person shall cause any vehicle to remain on the land between sunset and sunrise.

3.   PEDAL CYCLES
No person shall on the land ride any bicycle or similar machine in such a manner as to cause danger to other persons on the ground or without reasonable consideration for such persons.

4.   FIRES
No person shall light a fire on the land or place or throw or let fall a lighted match or any thing so as to be likely to cause a fire.

5.   DOGS

No person shall cause or suffer any dog belonging to him or in his charge to enter or remain on the land unless such dog be and continue to be under proper control and be effectively restrained from causing annoyance or injury to any person and from worrying or disturbing any animal or bird.

6.   A PERSON SHALL NOT ON THE LAND

(i) 
except as hereinafter provided erect any post, rail, fence, pole tent, booth, 
stand, 
building, or other structure:

Provided that this prohibition shall not apply where upon an application to the 
Council they grant permission to erect any post, rail, fence, pole tent, booth, 
stand, building, or other structure, upon such occasion and for such purpose as 
are specified in the application.

(ii)  sell, or offer or expose for sale, or let to hire, or offer or expose for letting to 
hire, any commodity or article, unless in pursuance of an agreement with the 
Council, or otherwise in the exercise of any lawful right or privilege, he is 
authorised to sell or let to hire on the land such commodity or article.

7.   BILL POSTING

No person shall on the land affix or paint or cause to be affixed or painted any bill, placard, advertisement or notice on any tree, wall, fence, building gate, post, rock or stone on or enclosing the land.

8.   A PERSON SHALL NOT, except in the exercise of any lawful right or privilege intentionally, carelessly or negligently remove or displace any turf or soil on the land.

9.   DISCHARGE OF FIREARMS ETC

A person shall not, except in the exercise of any lawful right or privilege, have in his possession while he is on the land any firearm unless it is so covered with a securely fastened gun cover that it cannot be fired.

In this Byelaw the expression ‘firearm’ means any lethal barrelled weapon of any description from which any shot, bullet or other missile can be discharged.

This Byelaw shall apply to all parts of the land except any part thereof which is a public right of way.

10.  RIDING OF HORSES

(a) A person shall not, except in the exercise of any lawful right or privilege, 
ride a horse on the land.


(b) A person shall not on the land ride a horse to the danger of any other 
person using the ground.

11.  HUNTING AND SHOOTING

A person shall not, without lawful excuse or authority on the land kill, molest or intentionally disturb any animal or bird, or engage in hunting or shooting, or the setting of traps or nets or the laying of snares.

12.  CLIMBING TREES ETC

No person shall climb any tree or building or fence or wall in or enclosing the land.

13.  GRAZING

A person shall not, except in pursuance of a lawful agreement with the Council or otherwise in the exercise of any lawful right or privilege, turn out or permit any animal to graze on the land.

14.  DISTURBANCE AND OBSTRUCTION

No person shall on the land intentionally obstruct, disturb or annoy any other person in the proper use of the land or intentionally obstruct or disturb any Warden or other officer of the Council in the proper execution of his duty or any person or servant of any person employed by or acting with the authority of the Council in the proper execution of any work on the land.

15.  SAVING CLAUSE

(i)
Any act necessary to the proper execution of his duty on the land by an officer 
of the Council or by any person or servant of any person employed by or 

acting with the authority of the Council shall not be deemed an offence against 
these Byelaws.

(ii)
Nothing in or done under any of the provisions of the Byelaws shall in any 
respect prejudice or injuriously affect any public right of way over the land or 
the rights of any person acting legally by virtue of some estate right or interest 
in over or affecting the land or any part thereof.

16.  PENALTY

Every person who shall offend against any of these Byelaws shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding One Hundred Pounds.

17.  INFRINGEMENT AND REMOVAL

Every person who shall infringe any Bylaw for the regulation of the land may be removed therefrom by any officer of the Council, or by any Constable, in any one of the several cases hereinafter specified:  that is to say –

(i)
Where the infraction of the Byelaw is committed within the view of such 
officer or Constable, and the name and residence of the person infringing the 
Byelaw are unknown to and cannot be readily ascertained by such officer or 
Constable.

(ii)
Where the infraction of the Byelaw is committed within the view of such 
officer or Constable, and, from the nature of such infraction or from any other 
fact of which such officer or Constable may have knowledge, or of which he 
may be credibly informed, there may be reasonable ground for belief that the 
continuance on the land of the person infringing the Byelaw may result in 
another infraction of a Byelaw or that the removal of such person from the 
land is otherwise necessary as a security for the proper use and regulation 
thereof.

18.  SHORT TITLE

These Byelaws may be cited as the Little Gaddesden Parish Council Byelaws 1985.

SCHEDULE

The land subject to the attached Byelaws is that portion of land – registered as Common Land and owned by the Hertfordshire County Council – which stretches between Church Road at its North Western limit and Hudnall Lane at its South Eastern extremity and covering approximately 6.060 acres.

It is bordered on its North Eastern boundary by Registered Footpath Number 24 (numbers 22 and 20 on earlier Definitive Maps) which same path is adjacent to the boundaries of the Green-side properties but is not a part of the Green proper.

It is bordered on its South Western boundary by the main road, which passes through the village of Little Gaddesden.

The area is traversed by eight (8) driveways (referred to in the lease of the Green) which, while part of the Green, are access roads to the properties referred to above.
